Those who are in favour of the use of two Drugs in combination 
argue that when Drugs such as Cal. Sulph ; Ars. lod or Carbon Sulph 
etc., which are nothing but the combination of two different elements 
or group of elements, can be used, why not there two Drugs both of 
which have got partial indication in a particular patient can be used in 
ihe aforesaid manner ?

They also say that though substances such as Calc. Sulph etc. are 
produced by Chemical combination, yet when in solution the 
component parts Ionise and remain separately in the solution 
producing certain symptoms, when taken by a patient, referable to the 

J individual Ions. Thus in Ars. lod, we find in addition to its own special 
' symptoms referable to the individual Ions “As and I”.

Now the real solution of the problem is found in chemistry. Most 
| of the above mentioned bodies are compounds technically known in 
i chemistry as “Salls” each possessing two component parts as radicles 

combining with each other with stable bonds of Union. In Ars. lod 
’ for instance, one component radicle is “As 2” and the other “1” each 
I of which is supposed to carry opposite kind of elective charges, one 
i radicle of positive and the other a negative charge.
