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ON ‘EVALUATION-OF SYMPTOMS’

Yes, it was Germany ; where once again another revolution 

exploded. Hero of the Revolution Hahnemann-Time : Last decade 

( 1790 ) of 18th century Revolution in the -field of Medicine. 

Hahnemann challenged the scientific!ty of then-existing Medical 

System i.e. Allopathy He established ‘Law of Similia’ and proved 

.its unchalangable scientificity and asked the contemporary medical 

world, ‘To put the Homoeopathy into test and to publish the fail­
ures to the world (if any).’

Yes, it was Hahnemann in the history of Medicine who first 

realised the importance of ‘Individualisation’ of both Drugs & 

Diseases Homoeopathy is based on individualisation of patients as 

well as drugs. Hahnemann realised that every individual differs 

from other individuals of the same class or group by some unique 

features. Yes, it is the theory of individualisation which is our 

effective weapon in the battle with the diseases.

If we go through the notes on ‘Evaluation of Symptoms' by various 

writers we will see that they have adopted their own ways with 

slight differences. Of course in the basic theme or idiology there 

is no difference. The most practical, rational and accepted categori­

sation of symptoms came from the pen of Kent. This paper is 

mainly based on Kentian Evaluation of symptom

Kent graded symptoms in to three orders .—

i ) Those general to the patients as a whole (Kents General) 
ii ) Those particular to some part of the patient i.e. not general

(Kent Particular)
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Hi ) Common Symptoms -.-common to any patient suffering from 

certain disease. These are least important because they will 

be found in any drug or disease' e.g. Vomitting in Gastro­

enteritis, Itching in eruption etc.

GENERAL SYMPTOMS :
These have higher values than the particulars. What the 

patient predicates of himself is usually general, as when a patient 

says, I am thirsty, I am sleepy-thereby indicating his whole being 

is affected and not mearly one or two particular organs. Strong, 

well marked general symptom may over rule strong particular.

Kent has subdivided General Symptoms into two groups.

I ) Mental Symptoms, 2 ) Physical General Symptoms

MENTAL SYMPTOMS : These reflect the inner-self and aid 

in differentiation between man and man and it reffers to the 

patients as a whole. The mental symptom receives top most 

priority. Mental symptoms are again sub-classified into three 

grades, aj Will, emotions, affections, disturbance of primary 

Instincts, b) Understanding, c) Intellect,

a ) Will, Emotions Affections, Disburbance of Primary Instincts 

e g. suicidal tendency, loathing of life, love and hates, desire and 

aversion to company, liking or disliking to particular food, fears’, 

exaggeration or diminution in libido (sexual perversion), jealousy, 

hastiness, phobias etc.

b ) Understanding e.g. illussion, delusion, hallucinations, delirium, 
dreams etc.

c) Intellect or disturbance of mental capacity e g. memory, 

mistakes in writing or speaking etc.

PHYSICAL GENERALS : These symptoms referring to the body 

as a whole with regard to various physical constitutions. It is again

Again the above case forms a nice corroborations of this state­

ment made by Kent in the preface to his Repertory that ‘ If a case

The present patient's complaint was “neuralgic pain of the 

fore-arm,” but in the Repertory only two drugs, Viz : Chin suiph 

and lod are given under “Particular ’ symptoms Cornus which 

is included as an important drug in the general rubric, “Neuralgic 

pain of the extremities is omitted in the “'particulars/' neuralgic 

pain of the forearm."

When in 

1826 and 1830 Hufeland himself wrote an essay on Homoeo­

pathy, which he published in his Journal, he was honest and 

fair to Hahnemann in his deductions He said, ‘‘I was first 

induced to notice Homoeopathy, because I deemed it undignified 

to treat the new system with redicule and contempt. I had 

also observed the names of several respectable men, who in no 

way blinded by prejudice, had recognized the facts of the 

science as true. I then made several successful experiments 

with Homoeopathic medicines, which necessarily still further 

excited my attention to the subject, and favourably convinced me 

that Homoeopathy could not be thrown aside with contempt, 

but was worthy of a rigid investigation”.
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Q.—What are last words uttered by S Hahnemann before 
his death ?

Ans —Shortly before his death, while suffering from difficulty 

of breathing, his wife said to him. ‘Providence owes you a 

mitigation of your sufferings since in your life, you have alleviated 

the sufferings of so many and your self endured .so much”.
