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What is Homoeopathic Diagnosis ?
How it can be established ?

Can there be any treatment without diagnosis ? 

Certainly not. But the term 'Diagnosis' bears some special 

significance to a Homoeopathic Practitioner and that cannot 

be at par with the Allopaths.

To an Allopath, so far I know, diagnosis is based 

upon clinical methods, study of pathological changes in 

tissues and organism as a whole. Treatment cannot proceed 

without coming to a definite decision regarding disease. 

I know a case of 'Typhus Fever'. The patient had very 

high temperature ranging from 103° to 105° c.g. with very 

loose bowel and loss of all sensations a perfect stage of 
coma. He was lying for ten days in such a condition with­

out proper treatment except some routine treatment only 
because Blood Report did not reveal any such bacteria. 

On the 11th day, Blood Report showed presence of Typhus 
Nedules and then treatment started with 'uromycin' and 

then he was cured fortunately as the case was almost 
hopeless.
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These are all wellknown facts and does not require 

any further elucidation. But the problem which we the 

practitioner face at present is that the patients are more 

interested with the names of disease and thus prognosis of 

the case. If we say it is a case of Stannum or Rhus Tox 

or Thuja probably they will laugh at us for our ignorance 

in the medical science Like Hahnemann if we cry 

loudly that symptom is the only thing which the learned phy­

sician should try to understand because it is the only langu 

age of disease by which it seeks redress for the ailments, the 

only name to the patient of these high sounding words 

is the effort to hide the ignorance and nothing else. So 
it is seen, modern Homoeopathic Physicians far from trying

Now do we also step in their shoes ? Dr. S. Hahne­

mann dwelt on this subject in his book 'Organon, the 
Rational Art of Healing'. He was against such type of 

diagnosis. Such type of examination can only kill time 

and the prognosis of the case, might go out of control in 

the meanwhile. Homoeopathic proving was never directed 

> towards disease producing effect but to the healthy subject 

as a whole. So the same medicine may be useful in various 

types of disease if prescribed on proper symptom similarity. 
Therefore the prescription of a Homoeopathic Practitioner 

cannot be based upon in such therapeutic methods, but as 

you all know upon the totality of symptoms including physi­

cal and mental.

So far I know in Western Countries, probably to > 

solve this problem, Homoeopathy is taught as an optional 

subject after completion of full allopathic medicine course, 

if students prefer to study it instead of allopathic medicine. 

This system undoubtedly played against the advancement 

of the Homoeopathy As the students get accustomed to 

allopathic diagnosis from the beginning cannot adopt the 

art of Homoeopathic prescription and diagnosis so to say 

and thus fail to prove themselves a successful practitioner. 

This does not mean, to become successful practitioner we 

should do away with all physical and laboratory findings, 

including X-rays' ECG, EEG, BMR etc. and solely depend 

upon our case taking. But those should be of secondary 
importance to us and may help to study the prognosis of 

management and not the diagnosis or pres­

to understand Homoeopathy’ and to become Homoeopath 

try to become B grade or C grade Allopaths and also feel 

elated in their effort. Is there any way out of this problem ?

I am not going to elucidate here the 
taking or evaluation of symptoms here as because every 

student is well aware of those facts. What is homoeo­

pathic diagnosis in the true sence, I think, has been 
amply discussed by our Master Hahnemann in his ‘Organon' 
(Para 85 105) the Bible to every Homoeopath Christian.
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But how are we to establish this diagnosis ? Here we are 

to go through the 'Materia Medica' very perfectly and try 
to understand this pure proving which has established 

the diagnosis. We have seen how Nephrotic Syndrome

> has been amply displayed by the provings of Apis Mel, 

Berberis Vulg., Sarsparilla etc Jaundice or Hepatic com-

» plaints by China, Lyco., Chelidonium, Podophylum etc 

Thus the application of proper remedy and its curative 

action on the patient establishes the diagnosis and none 

such aforesaid laboratory methods.

Let me here cite few of the cases which i success­

fully treated and which displayed the diagnosis promptly.

A boy aged about 4 years was brought to my cham­
ber. He was suffering from boil like eruptions on the 

head. It was cluster like with a sense of burning 

and itching. In a routine manner I prescribed Sulphur 

and asked him to see next day. To me diagnosis was 

not clear and the prescription was more or less one 
sided depending upon few symptoms. Next day the 

patient was brought in. It was seen that he was run­

ning temperature (100°). The parents told me that 
the temperature was about 102° at last midnight. He 

was very restless and thirsty, taking small quantity of 

water all the time. His whole face has become aede- 

matous. Eyes were closed. Small vesicles like boil 

has covered the whole face. Urticaria like swelling
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(2) A married lady of 18 complained that she had an 

abortion at about 4 months. Since then she was suffer­

ing from haemorrhage at an interval of a week with 

pain in uterus. The haemorrhage was partly fluid 

and partly clotted. After, administration of China, 
Caulophyllum etc. finding no better result I adminis­

tered Sabina with good result. Later I sent for gyna­
ecological examination. The .Surgeon diagnosed the 

case as Vesicular Mole. It is worth to note how 
Sabina diagnosed the case beforehand.

Now diagnosis is complete 

which Arsenic revealed by its prompt action. Actually 

it was not boil in ordinany sense.
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was relieved of her troubles most within 3 to 4 months, 

She never revealed to me that she had ever attack 

of syphilis but I came to know later that she had some 

illicit connection with a man suffering from syphilis. 

Thus mercury revealed the story untold. There are 

such numerous cases in my short span of practice 

which has proved how diagnosis can be established 

by our well proved remedies.
