Importance of Case takivg :—In Homoeopathic healing art we 
are to observe two basic principles eg. a ) Taking up of t' e 

cases properly and b ) to evaluate the symptoms in there proper 

perspective and weightage When a case is properly taken half 

of the cure is ensured provided that the symptoms so recorded 

are reliable and complete in relation to their location, sensation 

modility, concomatanc and radiation. The other half of the'cure 

is ensured by proper evaluation of the symptoms

It is therefore apparent that next in importance to case 

taking, even greater than that is the proper classification, analysis, 

interpretation and evaluation of symptoms The technique of 

case taking can be perfected or rather mastered to some extent 

with certain amount of experience a;id patience but anaysis arid

What is Symptom ? It is outword manifestation of internal 

essence of disease. In other words every disease is expressed by 

a group of symptoms appearing in a certain order, which is cnat- 

acterised by altered sensation and function in a sick person, 

we find certain group of symptoms are exibited regularly in a 

particular order in a pateint they are spoken as disease. In 

Homoeopathy we always treat a patient (and not the desiase ) 

based on the totality of symptoms that are available to the physi­

cian after proper case taking.
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evalution of symptoms are most difficult job, especially to the 

beginers and sometimes it is a challenging job to most of the 

experienced physicians requiring constant alertness and care.

Evaluation of Symptoms Proper case taking provides us 

with a mass of symptoms, some are useful and some are useless ; 

some are of less value and some are very valuable both from 

diagnostic and from therapeutic point of view. But after proper 

analysis and evaluation of the mass of symptoms a defenite 

charcteristic symptom totality will emerge which will help us 

to choose a suitable remedy which is capable of producing 

similar symptom complex in an healthy individual during the 

process of drug proving. Hence the success and failure of a 

Homoeopathic physician depends upon his ability to evaluate 

and interpret the symptoms of the patients. However 

before evaluating the symptoms the physicians must ensure that 

the case has been well taken and the symptoms recorded are 

reliable and complete otherwise the results will be vitiated.

Analysis of Symptoms : — Refers to the technique of classifying 

the symptoms into various groups In doing so we group the 

symptoms under the heading of mental, general and particular.

A different but most practical and useful method of classi- z 

fication of symptoms is to group them under two major 

headings : e g.

The symptoms which characterise the desease are known as 

Basic, Common or- Pathognomonic symptoms which help us to 

diagnose a case. As such the common symptoms are more 

or less of little importance in Homoeopathic prescribing 

unless qualified by modalities although these are of prime 

importance to an orthodox physician who treat the case by 

nosological name



These uncommon, rare,
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Take for example-a pt has IO2°F temperature, originated after 

he got wet. He has pain in the chest, cough with blood — 

streaked expectoration : pulse 120, resp 60 per minute - He is 

restless and is worse at midnight and the tip of his tongue shows 

a red triangle. He has also pain in the body which becomes worse 

by begining motion, better by continued walking.

peculiar and characteristic symptoms 

are therefore, very valuable to a Homoeopathic physician because 

it helps him not only to individualise the case but also helps him to 

select a suitable remedy. But these are completely disregarded by 

the Allopathic physicians. These symptoms usually fall under group 

of strange, rare and peculiar symptoms because they do not form 

any part of the disease picture and yet they are present in the 

patient for which v/e have no explanation. But they guide one 

to the indicated remedy-and quite often they may exclusively 

decide the prescription. Although the totality of symptoms alone 

will lead us to the choice of a remedy but the individualising 

characteristic symptoms play a dominant role and may out- 

mark or even overrule the diagnostic symptoms altogether.

2. ■ The symptoms which actually do not belong to the sphere 

of that disease but yet are found in that particular patient 

and form a part of the symptom picture of that particular 

patient are . known as determinature, uncommon, descrimi- 

nature, non-pathognomonic or characteristic symptoms which 

give us clue in choosing the remedy.

In this paticular case —fever, painchest, cough, blood streaked 

expectoration, pulse & respiration ratio altered are the pathogno­
monic symptoms which help to arrive at a diagnosis. These are 

the typical symptoms of a desease known as pneumonia. These

The strangeness of symptom refers

to sensation—“Symmetrical bilateral eruption” (Arnica)

to causation—“Convulsion from anger (Chaw)”

“For convulsion from loss of sleep-’ (cocenles)

to extension — “Pain spreading diagonally-’ (Agar)

‘‘Symptoms proceeding upwards (Sep)

to onset & decline “Pain appearing & disappearing suddenly”

— Do gradully (Stem)

to associating circumstanses—“Sleeplessness although sleepy” 

(Pulse)

Thirstless although the mouth is dry (Nux) 

to concomitant symptoms—“Polyuria, headache (Gel)” 

“Cough ending in sneezing" (Bell)

In short it may be stated that more peculiar the symptom is and 

more inexplicable it is, especially from the point of view of 

diagnosis and pathology, the higher is its merit.

Value of Symptoms :

I. Causative factors - While

symptoms have no bearing in selecting a homoeopathic remedy. 

They m.ight at best suggest a group of remedies. But the other 

symptoms of the case e.g., originated after wetting, restlessness, 

worse at midnight, red triangular tip of the tongue ; pain in the 

bodys < by begining to move but > by continued motion though 

uncommon peculiar symptoms, form a part of the totality of symp­

toms, thereby indicating a particular remedy e g., Rhus tox. Hence 

these symptoms not only help us to individualise the particular 

patient suffering from Pneumonia but also helps to select a suitable 

remedy. This golden rule of evaluation of symptoms has been 

advocated by master Hahnemann at aphorism 153 of the organon.

symptoms we must consider the causative factors - ( e.g. 

emotional, physical, chemical, mechanical etc. ) since these are 

itself symptoms. When available these are assessed to be of 

great importance.

2. Mental Symptoms • Next in order of importance come the 

mental symptoms, since it refers to the highest cellular activities 

of individual. The mental symptoms are important and rank 

very high if these are marked and strange in character.

Will & emotion : Among the mental symptoms changes in 

will and emotion come first which involve love, hatred, 

loathing, suicidal tendency etc.

Understanding : Then comes understanding which includes 

orientation in time and space, illusion, delirium, confusion etc. 

Memory & intellect: Last comes the symptoms of intellect 

and memory characterised by power of concentration ; making 

mistakes while reading, writing or speaking etc.

General Symptoms : It refers to the condition and reaction 

of a pateint as a whole or to a particular sensation or modality 

referable to the several parts of the body eg. chilliness, prostration, 

restlessness, trembling etc. This may be a condition or state or 

even a symptom, eg., I feel ; I have much burning ; I am thirsty. 

Sometimes the generals are made up of particulars ( menstruation) ; 

As such these symptoms through all the organs or all the parti­

culars become general. In evaluating symptoms it may be noted 

that one strong general can over-rule all the particulars.

The following features come under the general symptoms :

i ) Desire & Aversion

ii ) Sleep & Dreams

iii ) Menstrnation—since it refers to the whole female
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2nd grad© symptoms : Are those which are found only in few 

provers and subsequently confirmed in reproving but occasionally 

verified in pts.

3rd grade symptoms : Are those which have been found in 

onl)- one or two provers but not confirmed in subsequent provings 

yet verifid In patients.

Objactlve symptoms : The subjective symptoms are useful 

since they belong to the sphere of consciousness of the pt but

IV) Modalities,

V) Special senses, agreeable or disageeoble smell without any

pathological condition of the particular sense organ.

Particular symptoms : Particular symptoms are those which 

refer to a particular organ or part of the body. When a particular 

symptom is strange well defined & completed in relation to its 

location, sensation modalities, concomitants and radiation etc., it 

becomes more important than a common general and a peculiar 

general gets preference over a common & ill-defined mental 

symptom. It is, therefore, the ability of a physician to decide the 

strangeness or peculiarity of a symptom by his professional know­

ledge and experiences and above all by his common sens after 

considering all aspects of the patient.

Grading of symptoms : All the {general, common and parti­

cular symptoms have three grades of divison in them. To acquire 

importance every symptom has to undergo three phases during 

drug proving e.g., recording, confirmation & verification

1st grade symptoms : are those which are found in all or 

nearly in all provers & have been confirmed in subsequent proving 

and verified in pts also.

not equal tumours are deformed accordingly. Thus sub-cutaneous 

lipomas are flattened Bones,' ligements, tendons, stout 

visceral capsules by the side a tumour deform it similarly.

Infiltration means multiplying cells of a tumour insinuate 

themselves into the interestices of normal tissue. The tumour 

cells have power of successive proliferation have motility, 

have possible phagocytic powers, have possible lytic secretion ; 

and the surrounding tissues perhaps lose the growth restraint 
i 

normal power possessed by all healthy tissue.

Thus continuously proliferating cells are pushing like roots 

a tree in the soil and thus advancing. Surely not all prolifera­

tive tissues are moving ie infiltrating That is lesion benign or 

malignant remains circumscribed in some cases

Expansion growth means benign tumour becoming large 

and pushes the neigh-bouring tissues aside. Due to this surround­

ing tissue becomes compressed in form of capsule. In malignant 

tumours this type of encapsulation also may be seen ; still on 

the other side of the capsule morbid area is also detected.
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Infiltration takes place in (I) tissue spaces (2) cells, (3) lymph 

vessels (4) veins & capillaries (5) arteries, (6) coelomic spaces (7) 

cerebrospinal spaces (8) epithelial cavities.

In the tissues all available passages the morbid ceilt utilise to 

go.ahead ; and is seen in immediate contact with muscle, fibres, 

parenchyma of viscera X r.erve cells. This is initial and fundam­

ental mode of infiltration At the first stage cancer cells generally 

do not penetrate the lymphatics & blood vesseles. In soft tissue 

this expansion is rapid. The dense tissue becomes more or less 

effective barrier to the invading tumours Thus tendons, ligam 

ents, fasciae, sclera, strong visceral caps.hles, periostea and articular 

carti-ages often remain intact restricting ie moulding the tumours

Tumour cells specially the mesencymal cells glide forward 

feeling their way by processes in the surrounding medium. 

Tumous of haemopoietic tissue have special advantage this 

way. In gliomas astrocyte cells move in aomeboid fashion. Of 

course epithelial tumour cells are seldom mobile.

Phagocytosis as mentioned above has not been proved. What 

known Is that leucocytes invade the degnerating or unhealthy 

tumour cells Tumour cell has no doubt some excessive amount 

of lactic acid in some cases But the idea of expansion by lysis of 

the surrounding tissue is speculative. In the invaded tissu, due to 

mechanical pressure vasculardistrubantes, & nutrivive competition 

degeneration and atrophy develop and thus help infiltration. Loss 

of growth restraint power of the surrounding tissue also has not 

been proved, What has been proved is the peculiar power of 

infiltration residing in the tumour cell concerned. And the conclu­

sion is that it Is still unknown how they move.

When cisterna chyli and thoracic duct become occlu­

ded numerous co-llateral channels begin to work ; and one partri- 

cular scream of lymph will be diverted to what point rather no 

body can guess.
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In the systemic arterial circulation embolism of large arteries 

have been observed in rare cases. When pulmonary vein or left 

heart chambers have invasions these arterial emboli are found. 

Probably the constant movement of lungs and specially coughing 

facilitate the detachment of the morbid particles into the arterial 

circulation.

The number of tumour emboli circulating in blood becomes 

high when the disease has much spread But these are tumour 

emboli and not the free cancer cells circulating in blood. In leuk­

aemias there are tumour ceils circulating in blood. Most tumour 

emboli ie fragments of tumour or tumour-thrombus coming into 

blood must be arrested in capillaries or first arterioles. Generally 

at the end of the route they are collected in lungs or in liver. 

Bones also are often affected Generally a fraction of arterial blood 

traverses any other organ or tissue so tumor emboli here are 

found arrested in capillaries & arterioles ; but compared to lungs 

or liver amount in these places is not so big. That is any part of 

the body may be affacted.

In some cases emboli in lungs do not have any further growth ;

Emboli are thus carried away & disseminated, via_the blood route, 

in the other parts of the body. Emboli liberated from the large 

veins may be large enough to cause fatal pulmonary obstruction. 

However the emboli here in pulmonary arterioles are not generally 

big, average size 50- 200 micron.
