An Act to provide for the constitution of a State
Council of Homoeopathy and to regulate the
registration of practiéners of Homoeopathy in the
State and for matters connected therewith
adopted by Chhattisgrh adoptation order 2001.

'Be it enacted by the Chhattisgarh Legislature in

the Year of the Republic of India as follows -

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Budget

18.(1)The registrar shall cause to be prepared,
in such form as may be prescribed, a
budgetin respect of the financial year next &m
ensuing showing the estimated receipts C:,;‘
and expenditure and shall cause it to be
laid before the Council at such time and in
such manner as may be prescribed.

(2) Within fifteen days from the date of the @w
meeting in which the budget is passed it
shall be forwarded to the State Government
or such officer of the State Government as
the State Government may specify in this
behalf.

(3) Ifthe State Government is of the opinion .
that provisions of budget so forwarded to it
are not adequate for carrying out the
purposes of the Act, it shall return the
budget to the Council or such modification
as may be suggested by the State
Government .

{4) The Council shall be competent to re-
appropriate such amounts as may be
necessary from one head to another and
within such heads or minor heads.

(8) The Gouncil may, as and when required,
pass a supplementary budget in such form
and by such date as may be prescribed
and the provisions of sub-sections (2) , (3)
and (4) shall apply to such supplemen-
tary budget.

CHAPTER V- REGISTRAR AND OTHER
EMPLOYEES OF THE COUNCIL

Registrar

Pradesh Homoeopathic and Biochemic
Practitioners Act, 1951 (No. 26 of 1951),
persons whose names are borned on the
list maintained under section 18 to the
repealed Act shall continue to have the
same rights as in respects of practising
Homoeopathy in the State as they had
under the repealed Act.

CHAPTER XIiH. TRANSITORY PROVISIONS

Transitory Provisons

The Council may, with previsous approval
of the State Government , make such
modifications in the rule and regulations
made under the repealed Act as it may
deem fit for the purpose of carrying into
effect the provisjons of this Act and the
rules or regulations as so modified shall
remain in forcg till such time they are
repealed by rules or regulations made
under this Act.

Power to remove difficulties

If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the
provisions of this Act, the State Government
may, be order, not in consistent with the
provisions of this Act, rermove the difficulty.
