Suggestions in the form of excerpts from "Lectures on 
Homreopathic Phiwsophy" by Dr. Stuart Close, published 
by Bcerieke and Tafel, 1924. 

"In an address to the Freueh Academy of Medicine, 
Mons. Marchand de Calvi said: 

In medieine, there is not, nor has there been for some 
time, either principle, faith or law. We build a Tower of 
Babel, or rather we are not so far advanced, for we build 
nothing; we are in a vast plain where a multitude of 
people pass baekwards and forwards; some' carry bricks, 
others pebbles, others grains of sand, but no one dreams 
of the cement; the foundations of the edifice are not yet 
laid, and as to the general plan of the work, it is not ~ 

•even sketched. 

In other words, medical literature swarms with facts, 
of which the most part are periodically produced with 
the most tiresome monotony; these are ealled observh­
tions and clinical faets j a number of laborers consider and 
'reconsider particular questions of pathology or therapeu­
tics-that is called original research. The mass of such i

labors ana facts is enormous, no reader can wade through 

f 

them-but no one has any general doctrine. The most 
general doctrine that cx.ists is the doctrine of homceopathy 1 j
This is strange and lamentable; a disgrace to mediciuc-c­
but-such is the fact!

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"Study of the relation of bomceopathy to other arts 
and seieuces has been neglected and the standards as well 
as the profession have been lowered in consequence:' 

"Fundamental conceptions of matter aud motion; 
• energy and Ioree ; sp:rit nud life j mind and body; health 
and disease; cure and rceovery and their relations to 
eaeh other whieh are embodied in the Organon of Hahne­
mann and which I shall endeavor to interpret in the light 
of modern science and philosophy. are not only the pro­
foundest subjects of human thought, but they are an iute.

"Realization of this fact should arouse interest. It 
stimulates the kind of thought and study which develop 
the scientific spirit: It is the most powerful factor in the 
creation of thnt high morale whieh is so essential to the 
progress and perpetuation of the science of therapeutic 
medication. The highest loyalty to principles, consistency -
in practice and perfection of methods can be attained in DO 

other way." 
• "Homceopathy was the logical and legitimate offspring 

of the Inductive Philosophy and Method of Aristotle and 
Lord Bacon. It is the highest development of moderu 
therapeutie science and as such stands intimately related 
to the sciences of Logic, Matbemattcs, Physics, Chemistry, 
Biology, Psychology and other scieuccs. The broader and 
more aecurate the knowledge of these relations, the higher 
will be the respect for, the warmer the enthusiasm in the 

\ practice of the Hahnemannian Art." 
"Its practice is governed by the principle of Symptom. 

Similarity, which is the application in medicine of the 
Universal principle of Mutual Action formulated by Sir , Iseae Newton in his Third Law of Motion: "Action and 
reaction are equal and opposite." 

"Homceopgjjiy, as a science, Testa fundamentally upon 
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four general principles; Similarity, Comrariery, Proper­
tionality and Innuitesimulity, reducible to the universal 
prtneipte of Homceosis, or Universal Assimilation. 
(Fincke)" 

"Science is knowledge reduced to law and embodied in­
system." "Knowledge of a singte fact, not known as rela­
ted to any other, or of many facts, not known as having 
any mutual relations or as comprehended under any 
general law, docs 1I0t reaeh the meaning of science." 

"There are two tests of the validity of any law that 
claimed to be a natural Jaw, or law of nature : 

1. That it is capable of connecting and explaining two

series of natural phenomena:" 
2. That it is in harmony with other known lavvs. 
In optics, for example, we have the phenomena or 

properties of luminous bodies, and the phenomena of light ~ 

receiving bodies. These two series of phenomena are- con­
nected and explained by the la w of the diffusion of light. 

In physics the phenomena of the sun, as regards density 
and volume, are related to the phenomena of the earth hy 
the law of attraetiou.or gravitation. 

In chemistry the properties of potassium are related to 
the properties of sulphuric acid by the law of chemical -i 
affinity and definite proportions, in the formation of a I. 

new eompouud, potassium sulphate" (Abstracted from 
Dunham, Science of Therapeutics.) 1

related to the phenomena of diseases by the law of mutual 
uetiou, under the principles ofsimiladty, contrariety, pro­
porttonality arid infinitesimality ; reducible again to' the 
principle of Universal Assimilation or Homcecsis. .,..., 

..,., . «Therapeuties is that department of medical scienee 
··'1· that. relates to the treatment of diseases' and the aetion of 
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remedial agents on the human organism, both in health 
and disease. (Standard Dictionary)" 

Since it conforms to e"cry requirement of these general, 
nuthorita tive definitions of Science. bomceopatbj- has been 

"defined as The Science of Thc'1"apt!1d2'cS. No other method 
or system of medient trentrneut conforms or even claims to 

•	 conform to al l of those fundamental requirements. 

Homceopatby, therefore, is a department of general 
medicine, like anatomy, physiology and pathology.". 

·'HoIllC1UJPO.tllyon expe,.i1lll:1llal Science. Like chemistry 
or physics, bomceopathy 15 established under the principles 
of the inductive method in science. Considered as a science, 
it consists of two series of phenomena, independently ob­
served, eottectect and atudrcd, ccnneeted by an underlying 
law or principle of nature. Its elements are: 

J.. The phenomena of disease. 
2. The phenomena produced by drugs when adminis­

tcred to healthy persons; and 
3. The general law of mu tun! action, otherwise known 

ds Newton's Third Law of Motion and as the Law of 

Similars, which connects the two series of phenomena. 
The phenomena of disease constitute its pathology, 

the experimentally derived phenomena of drugs, its 
materia medica and the applieation of its materia medica 
under the Jaw its therapeutics." 

«Homceopathy works ill perfect harmony with nece­
ssary rational, non-medicinal and mechanical therapeutie 
agents. 

"Surgery, obstetrics, hygiene, dietetics, sanitary 
science, chemistry (so far as it is applied in the prepara­
tion of medicines and in ejecting and antidotlng poisons) 
and psycho-therapy all find in homceopathy their con­

genial and most powerful ally." 
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«Homccopathy is opposed in its conatitucion and 
principles to all forms of treatment by direct or physiolo­
gical medication. and to physio-cbemical treatment or 
treatment based upon chemical theories:' 

vHomoeopn thy is opposed to the use, under ordiuary e 

conditions, of drugs in physiological doses for mere pallia­
tive purposes, since its primary object is always the cure 
or oulitera tion of disease and complete restoration of 
health." 

"Homceopa thy is opposed to the method of vaccine and 
serum therapy. although it is claimed by many thnt 
these methods are based upon the homccopathic principle. 

.It grants that this may he true so far as the under­
lying principle is concerned, hut opposes the method of app· 
lying the principle as being a violution.of souud, natural 
prineiples of medication and productive of serious injury 
to the living organism. • -"Homceopntby is opposed to so-called "pathological 
prescribing" and to "group treatment" of diseases, by 
which individual peculiarities arc ignored and patients are

•grouped or classed according to their gross, pathological 
organic lesions and treated alike. 

Homoeopathy deals "with the iudividual, not the class. 
.It treats lhe patient, not a fictitious entity called the 

disease. 
Its prescription or selection of medicines is based solely.'.'.'.1 

'~;"::: -upcn individual similartty of symptoms, drug symptoms 
to disease symptoms, determined by actual comparison ill

each case." 

"Homceopathy is opposed to all forme of external, 
lo~al or topical drug treatment of the external, secondary 
symptoms of disease, except ill surgical cases. 

~t directs its curative agents through the" natural 
channels of the body to thc physiological eenters of vital

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action and reaction. which govern all functional activities 
III the living organism in disease as well as in health." 

"Homceopathy is opposed to polypharmacy. 
It depends for nil its results upon the dynamical action 

0{ single, pure. potentiated medicines , prepared by n 
special mattiematieo-mechanieal process and administered , ,I 
in minimum doses." ,.
