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Hypertension, the word is so much familiar to the common 
people and of so much concern to them and to the medical profession 
that it seems not to be unwise to recapitulate the subject. Much 
has been told about the different aspects of it but still so much has 
remained untold.
Pathogenesis and Etiology :

The cardio-vascular system is apparently a closed circuit with 
the micro-sieves at the periphery in the capillary bed through 
which nutritional and metabolic exchange take place between blood 
and tissues via the tissue fluids. To maintain the physiological 
function there should be adequate pressure gradients in different 
parts of the body. This pressure is maintained within the normal 
ranges by the central pump, the Heart, and elastic blood vessels. 
The regulation of the blood pressure ( the lateral pressure exerted 
by the circulating blood over the blood vessels ) depends on so 
many factors, intrinsic or extrinsic, e.g. the blood volume, visco­
sity of blood, cardiac output, elasticity of blood vessels and the 
resistance offered by the blood vessels to the blood flow, auto­
nomic nervous control, chemical factors ( epinephrine, norepinephrine ) 
etc. Added to it psychogenic simulation brought into action by 
environmental factors and stresses and strains of life ( unavoidable 
in present days ) set up a trigger mechanism whereby the blood 
pressuse gradually rises producing Hypertension as the end result.

This Psychic stimulation excites a set of hormonal stimulation 
mediated through the Hypothalamus, Pituitary Adrenal cortical 
axis producing Renal Ischemia. Renal Ischemia in turn causes 
liberation of Renin a ferment, through the juxte glomerular opera­
tion which activates Hypertensinogen to Hypertension (Angiotensin). 
This causes arteriolar constriction leading to Hypertension. Hyper­
tension ( Angiotension ) helps liberation of Aldosterone causing rise of

And when the course is accelarated either in primary or secondary 
hypertension and produce rapid pathology in blood vessels affecting 
kidneys and Retina and other organs, the condition is called Malig­
nant hypertension.

The causes of this secondary hypertension may be due to '
A eetion of kidney, eg. Acute or chronic Nephritis, Polycystic 
kidney disease, Pyelonephritis, or any ischoemic condition ot 
the kidney etc.

Chemical featurs and Complicationes :
As a result of this persistent high pressure some physio 

pathological changes inevritably occurs in the system ; though the 
degree vareis in different cases producing different clinical mani­
festations. The main brunt of attack falls on the heart which 
has to work against the high pressuse load. In the early phases 
it hypertrophies and later on as failure of myocardium starts it 
dilates. The proliferation of coronary vessels lags behind the rate 
of hypertrophy and naturally the heart suffers from nutritional 
lack. Concomittant atheromatous changes in the vascular system 
( atherosclerosis ) adds insult to the injury, and myocardial ischoe- 
mia, infarction and necrosis may follor. Failuse of the heart 
muscles lead to cardisc failure, commonly the left side of heart, 
though the right side may also fail.—The vascular system falls 
the next victim. Atherosclerois in large and medium sized arteries 
and arteriolosclerosis of medium and smaller blood vessels and 
necrotising arteriotitis also occur in these vessels leading ultimately 
to wide spread lesions in the system. The Heart, kidney, Retina 
and cerebral vessels are mostly affected but vessels of Pancreas, 
Liver etc are also affected

The changes in the kidneys lead ultimately to Renal faiture, 
in the Retinal vessels to so many grades of changes in the Retina 
to the extent of Retinal hoemorrhge even, to cerebral vessels 
producing encephalopathy and other cerebro-vascular accidents and 
to vessels of other parts of the body and different viscera pro­
ducing corresponding clinical manifestations with resultant shortening 
of life.

The hypertensive subjects may remain asymptomatic and 
the hypertension may be detected on casual check up. Sympto­
matic cases may also present with features different grades of 
severty. The early manifestations may be fatigue, nervousness,

The real Totality of Symptoms should also include 

the symptoms of the past suffering as also the individual constitu­

tional peculiarities. Only then we perceive the whole trend of the 
individual and his/her reaction to the various stimuli—miasmatic or 

microbic, telluric, meteoric, psychic, medicinal, traumatic and 

other forces.

Finally, although “the true totality may even exclude some 

of the particular symptoms, if they cannot, at the time, be logically 

related to the case,” as Stuart Close says, let there be a word of 

caution. Failing, to match the medicine with the totality we are 

apt to disregard the unmatched symptoms as ‘accidental symptoms.’ 

That would be suicidal on our part and dangerous to the patient.
