Our Dr. N. C. Chakravarty was born on 24th Dec, 

As morning shows the day so Netaida also showed signs of 
greatness from his early childhood. After completing his school stu­
dies, he took admission in Homoeo College where from he got his 
Diploma securing gold medal. He began practising Homoeopathy since 
then and also joined Mackinon Mackenzie as an employee where after 
serving for 27 years he took Voluntary retirement to devote himself 
fully in Homoeopathy. He practised Homoeopathy for more than 50 ! 
years and became one of the topmost Homoeopath of India. Homoeo­
pathic Council of West Bengal conferred on him M.D.(H) in recognition 
of his service. He made Homoeopathy popular by his marvellous 
cures. He was the Principal, one of the Founders, Secretary, Superin­
tendent of hospital of Mahesh Bhattacharya Homoeopathic Medical 
College ( Formerly Sankar Math College ) since its very inception till 
death. He was a great teacher having a deep knowledge in all branches 
of Homoeopathy and was an expert in Organon and Materia Medica 
specially. He was one of the founders and permanent President of 
Homoeo Medical Club, West Bengal up to the last day and was the Chair­
man of the editorial board of the Club’s organ, Homoeo Medical Club 
Patrika The Club & Patrika under his able guidance made a name 
in Homoeo regime of India. He . member ef rhe Genera, Conned 

of stale Faculty of Homoeopathy (W.B ) since ill MarUM
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He was the Commissioner of Howrah Municipality (Now Corporation) 
for 15 years from 1944 and was one of the founders of the United 
Progressive Block (U. P. B.) which captured Municipality and made a 
stir in the province. The American journals described it as ‘Howrah 
has gone red.’ This U. P. B. is the seed of Juktafront (United Front) 
of the province. He with late Kartik Dutta was one of the founders 
and executive member of Howrah T.B. Hospital. The plan of starting 
Homoeo charitable dispensary under municipal adminstration was his 
plan which was fuHilled by his worthy son Dr. B. N. Chakravarty, as 
a commissioner. It is unique in India. He was a good organiser 
and was connected with almost all the social and educational concerns 
of the locality.

He also engaged himself in Co-operative movement and was 
the founder of Bandhab Samabai Samity and Co-op. shop and Kasu- 
ndia Co-operative Society and Bank. He was a horticulturist, 
astronomer, and lover of animals and had a deep study on them. He 
was born according to English timings at 4 A.M. on 25th Dec., X’mas 
day and like Jesus loved both his friends and foes, rich or poor and irres­
pective of caste and creed. So also he was loved and respected by all 
who happened to meet him. He contributed more than a lakh of 
rupees to M. B. H. M. college from his salary, pension (Mackinon’s) 
his fees for the last few years and all the amount earned in pay clinic 
which he attended daily for few years. Many students could prosecute 
their studies only by his financial aid. He was a great traveller and 
travelled on foot inaccessible portions of Himalaya. He died on 9th 
Sept, last at 10-15 P.M. He was conscious till the last moment of his 
death. He has left behind him three sons, Dr. B. N. Chakravarty 
(Advisor, Homoeopathy W. B. Govt.), Dr. K. N. Chakravarty (lecturer 
& Asst. Secy. M. B. H. M. College), Biswaroop Chakravarty (Accou­
ntant) and a host of relatives, co-workers and admirers to mourn his 
loss.
